· Agenda

· In groups of three (one shares out):

· What have you been doing?

· What do these words mean?

· Someone will have to report in 3 mins

· Teachers circulate to each table of 3

· Explanation of one of the words

· Gender—boys, girls, different in the 1800s, women didn’t have rights, computers and tv

· Technology—changes, get around faster, makes lives easier

· Government—kings and queens now we vote,

· Economy—trade

· Class—group of people with some characteristics, depends on how much money, first class, second class, etc. , power at the top

· Transportation—gets you from one place to the next, different types of vehicles (horses/carriages), boats and planes, trains, car (most of the things have wheels, axels)

· Explanation of the charts on the table—internet, research, substitute teacher picked the titles, 

· “How time and place affect people’s choices”

· “Paris 1789” on the board

· 11 minutes, “see what you can find” out—use of computers, books, etc.

· Teachers circulate

· Pause for one second after half way

· What’s working so far…

· One stickie=one important fact

· What’s working?

· What’s a good search

· School website

· Googled “transportation in Paris in 1789”=no hits

· What could you change?  Change to the 1700s

· Can broaden the 1789

· Four post its/table

· Headings:

· Gender, class, technology, government, economy, transportation, other stuff

· Took longer than the 11 minutes….

· Each students contributes something they put up

· You can write a question on the red post its if you have a question based on your research or on something someone else said

· What helped you get some good information:

· Typing in the place and year

· Using books

· One exciting piece of information then moving on to the red post its

· Red post-its are questions

· The questions that came up…

· Why does class matter so much?

· What was the normal life span for men/women and rich/poor?

· How did gender change from back then to now?

· “What was your best resource for gender”

· Why were there little amounts of resources in Paris?

· Do women get the same treatment as men in the hospital?

· Who got rights?

· How did technology improve?

· Why did the old regime (defined regime—people with a lot of power)….didn’t finish the thought.

· How was did Louis get so angry?

· Did they discover electricity yet?

· What is economy?

· In different groups of 3:

· What are the three “best questions to answer in the next class?”

· Do they take the post it?

· Leave them up there and put a check mark on them.

· Try and group the questions

· How would this work in a larger class?

· Read each question out loud and ask the student to place the question in the appropriate category.
· In groups of two:

· On the name tag, explain the important point to your partner

What did the students do?

· Everything:

· Reading

· Analyzing

· Typing

· Fact finding

· Asking and creating questions

· Categorizing

· Assisting one another

· Sharing and reporting

· Moving

· Points are easy for students to collect (can be broadened or made more specific)

· Generated “stuff”

· Didn’t question the “Paris 1789” focus

· Similar to pre-work set up

· Not being told they were “wrong”—ie:  Concorde

What did the teachers do?

· Facilitating

· Nudging

· Encouraging

· Giving instructions

· Positivity

· Humour

· Held the students accountable

· Flexible

· Adapting plans as the class evolved

· Students learned by leading

· Managed time

· Giving someone something—a yellow post it for everyone

· Giving a student a “helping” role

· Made the lesson “open-ended”

Students:

· Used Britannica online

· Master sheets built by students

· Will go back to the big idea of “How does time and place affect our choices?” at a different lesson

Questions:

Where is this going?

· Talking about the groups of questions

· What did you get the ideas?

· The students build the model

How to finish the lesson?

· Content wasn’t great, so switched to a conversational ending
