Book Talk – students share their favourite quotes 

Students create an inquiry question based on their individual interest that leads to further reading

Students demonstrate their learning from their inquiry in diverse formats e.g. powerpoint presentation, drama, music, poetry, tableaux, poster board, webpage, essay, diorama, etc.
